The City of Boca Raton Fire-Rescue Services started offering the Community Emergency Response Team 
(C.E.R.T.) training on October 28, 1998.  The CERT concept was developed and implemented in        
California in the 1980’s. Through training, citizens can manage utilities and put out small fires; treat the 
three killers by opening airways, controlling bleeding, and treating for shock; provide basic medical aid; 
search for and rescue victims safety; and organize themselves and spontaneous volunteers to be effective.  
Our first class has completed the first four sessions and should graduate on December 16. 
CERT is about readiness, people helping people, rescuer safety, and doing the greatest good for the   
greatest number. Openings are available for classes starting April 29, 1999. For more information, contact 
Fire Administration at 367-6700.

Stromboli - 4 large Strombolies 

 oven at 425 

 2 LBS of Italian bread dough 

 1/4 LB of cooked ham 

 sliced 1/4 LB of Cappicola (hot ham) 

 sliced 1/4 LB of hard salami 

 sliced 1/4 LB of pepperoni 

 sliced 1 LB of Mozzarella cheese 

 1 onion 

 6 meduim mushrooms 

 1 green pepper 

 garlic powder 

 While allowing the dough to rise cut the meat into slices about 1 
inch wide put aside 

 grate the mozzarella cheese put aside 

 slice the onions, mushrooms and peppers put aside 

 when the dough has risen, punch it down and divide into halves 

 place on a floured surface roll each 1/2 into a long oval shape 

 add meat, sprinkle garlic powder, cheese,and vegetables 

 Bring sides up, pinching together, making sure there are no holes 
in the dough pinch ends together and turn over 

 With a knife, make 3 small diagonal slits in the top place on an un-
greased baking sheet and bake for 20-30 mins (time varies with 
ovens) 

 Strombolis are done when the dough is a golden color serve with 
Italian dressing or! Spaghetti sauce

Here’s the good news (it’s all good news): we are almost through hurricane season! CERT 
members have been participating in many activities, working hard to keep our skills sharp and be ready 
for anything. 

 On June 28, Zone 10 members came together for another search and rescue drill in their 
neighborhoods. 12 participants found “CERT Drill” signs with rescue scenarios to discuss. When one 
team found a (hypothetical) disaster, they called in to the IC to ask for help. We called for assistance 
from Fire/Rescue, helicopter transport, and FPL – just like we might have to if this were an actual 
situation. We also printed and laminated maps of our zone to facilitate our searches. On July 1, there 
was an airport safety class given by Kim Singer. At this class, we split into three vehicles for a driving 
tour of the entire airport property, assisted by our CERT radios so that we could all hear Ms. Singer at 
the same time. Then we got an amazing tour of the tower! 

 Frank Correggio taught the Triage and Patient Assessment class on July 15. It was a 
great way to refresh our training and discover new things that we can do to help survivors of a crisis. 
One of the things that Frank reminded us was that, “to treat people, leaders need to have 
CONFIDENCE, COMPETENCE, and COMPASSION”. Because we “triage, treat, and then transport”, 
the three C’s seem like the heart and soul of our CERT response. Next, in the First Aid course that 
Frank taught on August 5, a major concern in rendering our help is discovering the survivor’s 
“mechanism of injury”. In other words, we need to find out why that person hurts (was it from a fall?). 
We learned that in a hip fracture, we might see outward rotation of the affected leg. In a hip 
dislocation, in contrast, we might see inward rotation of that leg. We should immobilize a fracture from 
the joint above the fracture to below the joint below it, then check the patient’s sensation beyond our 
splint. Trauma Hawk landed at the Boca Airport on September 9th, and showed us how they work, and 
how CERT members can work with them. On September 30th, Mike Brown from FPL demonstrated 
the six ways that we can protect lives from high voltage electricity (when in doubt, stay at least 18 feet 
away from lines or other sources of power). Captain Norm Engel taught the Advanced Cribbing class 
on October 15. This is a great life-saving skill, and team work is essential. Division Chief Scott 
Johnston brought the magic of ropes and knots to us on October 27th. All of us left with a new skill 
that could quickly be used to rescue, or to move difficult or heavy objects. 

 We have so many interesting members of CERT who each bring important dimensions 
to our team. For example, Rhonda Lesniak (Zone 5) has spent the summer working with children and 
nursing students both here and in Uganda. She has had wonderful adventures and has brought her 
nursing and teaching talents to many new friends, and she’s working on her PhD! Trevor Misisco 
(Zone 8) and Susan Breece (Zone Boca West), in coordination with Gloria Zimmerman (Area 
Agency on Aging), helped us to acquire 6,000 “I’m OK / I Need Help” door hangers for CERT 
members  (after City approval). Clem Storch (Zone 11) and Nicola Zordan (Zone 2) have added an 
FRS radio check availability to our weekly CERT Net so that more of us can keep lines of 
communication ready. All of our Team Leaders need to know what skills you enjoy and can share, so 
that this information is ready on our disaster plans. Please let us know because EVERY CERT member 
is greatly important!!!!

    C’est buono essere a mia casa!  (It’s great to be home!) 
     After four months in Italy there’s nothing like coming back to the 
“good old US of A” and particularly, to our beautiful piece of it in Boca 
Raton. 
     Living in Gaiole ( a little village in Tuscany between Sienna &    
Florence) and teaching Emergency Medicine at the University Hospital in 
Siena certainly was a blast. 
     Very little English was spoken in Gaiole and not much more by the 
Emergency Medicine (EM) Residents in my class, so my language 
skills were tested and, hopefully, markedly improved   during the      
duration of my stay.  While I had been to Gaiole several times in the 
past, it was not until this visit that I seemed to have been accepted into 
the local community and not thought of as just another straniero 
(stranger) or turisto (tourist).  The friendships I made among  the local Gaiolese, along with some 
ex-pats, culminated in a surprise going- away party hosted by my new best friend, Riccardo, and 
his beautiful senorina, Angela, who owned a wine bar in the piazza. 
     My class at the University Hospital consisted of former Residents in Surgery, Peds, Internal 
Medicine, and Anesthesiology, who were part of a new program in Tuscany to develop “EM”  
physicians, similar to  the origins of our specialty in the U.S., back  in the 1970’s. 
     While the ER’s patient population was a familiar mix of trauma and chronic medical conditions 
(heart disease, pulmonary disease, diabetes, etc), the lack of modern equipment and facilities 
limits the scope and quality of medical training.  In addition, medical teaching in Italy is much 
more conservative than in the States.   One of my students – Ester P. – completed a six year  
surgical residency but had only performed a few appendectomies and two gallbladder removals 
over the entire course of her training.  That’s why so many medical and surgical residents are all 
trying to get into the U.K or U.S to enhance their clinical skills and experience. 
     Now that I’m home, I’m anxious, once again, to get back into my “teaching mode” here in 
Boca and re-establish my ties with Boca Raton Fire Rescue and CERT.  Over the next several 
months, Frank Correggio and I plan on putting together some continuing ed programs that we 
hope you will find interesting as well as useful.  And I look forward to seeing all of you again at 
our next CERT activity.
